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AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A PURCHASE BY THE CITY OF LEE’S SUMMIT FROM 
MUNICIPAL EMERGENCY SERVICES (MES) FOR STRUCTURAL FIREFIGHTING GEAR IN 
THE AMOUNT OF $203,562.40 AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL 
DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE SAME BY AND ON BEHALF OF THE 

CITY.   
 

WHEREAS the City of Lee’s Summit (the “City”) Fire Department currently uses structural 
firefighting gear manufactured by Fire-Dex; and, 

 
WHEREAS Municipal Emergency Services is identified by the manufacturer as only provider 

authorized to sell Fire Dex brand structural firefighting gear; and, 
 
WHEREAS the equipment is specialized protective equipment which must be maintained and 

regularly replaced to ensure compliance with required standards; and, 
 
WHEREAS Municipal Emergency Services utilizes the Sourcewell Cooperative purchasing 

contract to obtain pricing; and, 
 

WHEREAS the City desires to issue a purchase order with Municipal Emergency Services to 
purchase the equipment and to ensure timely and adequate replacement of the equipment.   
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEE’S SUMMIT, 
MISSOURI, as follows: 
 
 SECTION 1. The City Manager is authorized to execute an agreement in the form of a 
purchase order to Municipal Emergency Services in an amount of $203,562.40, for the purchase 
of structural firefighting gear. The City Council hereby delegates authority to City staff to negotiate 
such changes to the Agreement and its exhibits as are necessary to complete the Agreement and 
carry out the purposes and intent of the Project for the City, provided that the price paid for the 
services and the other items which constitute the consideration do not change.  
 
 SECTION 2.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and adoption, and approval by the City Council. 

 
SECTION 3.  Should any section, sentence, or clause of this Ordinance be declared invalid 

or unconstitutional, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, 
sentences or clauses.
