AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE 2024 COMBAT DRUG COMMISSION LESBI AGREEMENT
BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF LEE’'S SUMMIT, MISSOURI AND JACKSON COUNTY,
MISSOURI, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE SAME BY AND ON BEHALF
OF THE CITY.

WHEREAS, the City of Lee’s Summit, Missouri (“City”) has requested funding from Jackson
County, Missouri’s (“County”) Anti-Drug Sales Tax Funds to assist the City in defraying certain
costs of its Law Enforcement School Based Initiative (“LESBI”) or similar anti-drug program; and,

WHEREAS, the County’s COMBAT Drug Commission recommended and the County
Legislature approved the City’s request as an appropriate expenditure of Anti-Drug Sales Tax
Funds; and,

WHEREAS, the County will grant funding in an amount not to exceed Two Hundred Twenty
Five Thousand Dollars ($225,000.00), pursuant to the terms of the attached agreement, to the
City to use towards expenses of the City’s LESBI or similar anti-drug program; and,

WHEREAS, the City and County desire to enter into the attached 2024 COMBAT Drug
Commission LESBI Agreement in order for the City to acquire funds to be used towards costs of
its LESBI or similar anti-drug program.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEE'S SUMMIT
MISSOURI, as follows:

SECTION 1. The City Council of the City of Lee’s Summit, Missouri hereby approves the
2024 COMBAT Drug Commission LESBI Agreement between Jackson County, Missouri and the
City, attached as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference, and authorizes the Mayor to execute
the same or substantially similar by and on behalf of the City.

SECTION 2. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its
passage and adoption, and approval by the Mayor.

SECTION 3. Should any section, sentence, or clause of this Ordinance be declared invalid
or unconstitutional, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections,
sentences or clauses.
