2. Discussion HPC Work Program Goal setting - Continuation of goal setting exercise

 5.The Douglas/The Lee/ The Vogue Theater - 319 SE Douglas ST

 6.B&O Club/1st American Legion Post - 23 SE 3RD ST

Commissioner Smith spoke about a way to honor Dr. Hertzog for his contributions to the community.  

At Mr. McGuire’s request she gave a brief history of who he is, his involvement and the impact he has 
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made on Lee’s Summit. She suggested that the Commission could look into possibly having the street 

in front of his office renamed in his honor.  Mr. McGuire explained the process for renaming a street 

and that it was a lengthy process that included public hearings.  Commissioner Smith suggested that it 

could be Honorary and not an official renaming.
